
Boone County Landfill.  In 
summary, garbage 
(paper, plastic, cardboard, 
carpet, etc.) will go to 
Ames and C&D waste will 
go to Boone.  The key is 
that garbage and C&D 
should not be mixed to-
gether.  To prepare for 
this, contact your solid 
waste carrier, the Ames 
Resource Recovery Plant 
(239-5137), or Boone 
County Landfill (433-
0591).   
 Be sure to sign up 
early for our April 21 noon 
meeting to hear Governor 
Branstad and Lt. Gover-
nor Reynolds address 
economic development 
and job creation.  This is a 
meeting you wonôt want to 
miss.

John & Gary ex-
plained how the Re-
source Recovery Plant 
can handle most materi-
als, but not construction 
waste like wood, drywall, 
& shingles.   C&D mate-
rials will need to be recy-
cled or hauled to the
