There are currently many issues 
affecting our industry today and good or 
bad we need to continue to keep an up-
beat positive attitude and promote our 
industry as a whole. 

Regulations and codes continue 
to affect us in many ways that ultimately 
lead to increased costs that, in the 
end, are passed on to the consumer. 
Currently, there are two major issues 

that will have some effect on all of us 
that have been written into code. 

First, Dual Sensor Smoke 
Detectors, which locally will be 
required in all new residential 
construction by March 1, 2009. 
These technologies include 
both Ionization (generally more 
responsive to þ aming ý res) and 
Photoelectric (generally more 
responsive to long periods of 
smoldering).

Secondly, is the subject of 
sprinkling in residential dwellings. 
The 2009 IRC has adopted Section 
R313 which calls for the installation 
of an approved Fire Sprinkler 
System in all new one-and two-
family dwellings and townhouses 
effective January 1, 2011. This may 
differ locally depending on how the 
city adopts the 2009 IRC.

These codes are written for 
our safety and we need to support and 
follow these as builders. However added 
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
